      A.  Redeem us from all iniquity!                               

            1. Iniquity includes the condition of the heart.            

            2. Sin is the transgression of the Law, the action driven by the Iniquity in the human heart.  

      B.  Purify us making us eager and enthusiastic about living for Him.      

  When Christ redeems us from all iniquity,         

  He gives us a new nature. (a new heart)
